There are many different proposals – but hopes for a focus on retaining successful services.  There is a 29/11/25 deadline for proposals, and shadow elections will be in 2027, with a new authority in 2028.  Cllr Carrington continues to push for radical change in flood resources and prevention.  
There is a survey on LCC website regarding household waste.
The current measures for Parish Councils turning LCC controlled lights back on are being reviewed.
